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RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR VENDORS

OPERATING AT THE RUBBER TREE MARKET
The following Rules apply to all vendors who wish to trade at the Rubber Tree Market. 

1. Vendors who wish to trade at the Rubber Tree Market must sign a contract with the Bermuda Small Business Development Corporation which stipulates the name of the vendor, the type of goods that are for sale, the duration of the contract, and other aspects of the tent;

2. The Market will be accessible from 8:00am for vendors to bring in goods and setup tents. Vendors’ delivery and personal vehicles must be removed from the vending area prior to 9:30am. 

3. No tent may be erected nor any trade begun before 9:00am and the Market will receive its last customer at 8:00pm;

4. The Bermuda Small Business Development Corporation is not responsible for any loss or damage to goods. Vendors must use their own care and practice to ensure minimal loss and breakage;

5. Vendors must display their Name and Vendor Registration Number on their tent in a clearly legible manner and where it can be easily seen;

6. Vendors must only trade within their marked tents, and must store all associated boxes, papers, etc. Roaming vendors are prohibited.

7. Vendors must not alter, mark, or in any other way interfere with the walls, trees, monument, gates, and/or ground at the Rubber Tree Market;

8. Vendors cannot sub-let their tent to another vendor. Where a vendor cannot attend or ceases to trade, the Market Manager must be made aware of the situation as soon as possible in order for Bermuda Small Business Development Corporation (‘BSBDC’) to make use of the tent;

9. Vendor promotions or notices must not be affixed to the trees or walls, and displayed goods are not to cause obstruction to customers;

10. Any damage to the Rubber Tree property may be deemed a breach of contract and may result in removal of registration, fines, prosecutions or other legal remedy;

11. Vendors must not sell any prohibited or illegal item. This prohibition includes drug paraphernalia and/or any promotional material;

12. Vendors must not sell any vulgar, offensive or obscene material of any sort. Uncertainty concerning suitability will be decided by the BSBDC;

13. Vendors must neither use nor sell alcoholic beverages at the Rubber Tree Market;

14. Food vendors must ensure they possess and display applicable certificates of hygiene and health, and comply with the regulations attached to their certificates;

15. Depending on the offence and the presence of warnings, punishments for a breach of these Rules may include; a written warning, reimbursement for restitution of damage, suspension of vendor permission to trade for a period, permanent removal of vendor permission to trade, and/or criminal prosecution;

16. Transactions undertaken at the Market are covered by the Consumer Protection Act 1999 and the Sale of Goods Act 1978 with its amendments. Vendors are advised to be aware of Part III of the CPA 1999 which lists Unfair Business Practices. Copies of the Part III list can be downloaded from www.bermudalaws.bm or collected from the BSBDC offices on Church Street in Hamilton.
